PREAMBULE

First Part - Administrative Terms and Conditions
Art. 1 - The University of Zagreb and (University of...), hereinafter referred to as the "Institutions", agree, in accordance with the applicable laws, rules and regulations in force in each of their respective countries and Institutions, to jointly organise a doctoral thesis supervision for the benefit of the following doctoral candidate:

Art. 2 - The provisional duration for research and the writing of thesis shall be X years. If necessary such period can be prolonged in accordance with the rules in force at both Institutions.

Art. 3 - The research shall be done and the thesis written in alternating periods at both Institutions. The duration of such periods shall be co-decided by the two supervisors. At least X% of the time will be pursued at each of the Institutions.

Second Part – Scientific Terms and Conditions
Supervision
Art. 1 – At the University of Zagreb, (doctoral candidate’s name) will prepare his/her doctoral thesis under the supervision of (insert  full name of supervisor) (academic unit).

Each supervisor undertakes to fully perform his/her duties towards the candidate and to evaluate - by means of separate and individual written reports - the doctoral thesis. 

A written statement on completion of the doctoral thesis signed by both supervisors is required.

Defence of the Thesis

Art. 1 – It is expected that the thesis will be written in (language) and the extended summary in Croatian and English; the defence of the thesis will take place in (language).

The thesis will be finalized with a public defence of the thesis work at:

The outcome of the defence of the thesis will be submitted to both universities.

Art. 2 – At the University of Zagreb the defence committee shall consist of three (3) or five (5) members. At least one (1) committee member will not be a teacher / employee at the doctoral programme / school enrolled by the doctoral candidate. Neither of two thesis’ supervisors will be members of the defence committee.
Art. 3 – The costs (travel and accommodation) incurred by the international travel of the thesis supervisors and the members of the defence committee shall be paid by their respective institution (if not, add the name of the institution that will cover expenses).
Art. 4 – Each of the two Institutions undertakes to award a doctoral degree for the same thesis following a favourable report issued by the defence committee and according to the usual procedures in each of the two universities / countries.

Third Part - Conclusion

Art. 1 – Doctoral candidate shall observe the rules and regulations of both Institutions.

Art. 2 – The contracting Institutions undertake to notify each other of all the information and documentation useful for the purposes of organising the joint thesis that is the subject matter of this present agreement. 

Art. 3 – The presentation, deposit and reproduction of the thesis shall be done in each and every country in accordance with the applicable regulations in force. The protection of the subject matter of the thesis and likewise the publication, exploitation and protection of the results obtained by the candidate's research in the contracting Institutions shall be subject to the applicable law in force and guaranteed in compliance with the specific procedures in this regard of each of the countries involved in the joint thesis.

If requested, the provisions in connection with intellectual property rights may be agreed in specific protocols or documents and according to the institutional rules.

Art. 4 – This agreement shall be effective as and from the date of its execution by the authorised representative of each contracting Institution and shall be valid until its expiration date according to Art. 2 of this Agreement.

In case that the candidate does not register in one or other of the contracting Institutions, renounces in writing or he/she is not authorised to continue to research and write the thesis by virtue of a decision made by one of the two thesis supervisors, the contracting Institutions shall jointly and without delay terminate this agreement.

Art. 5 – This agreement is drawn up in 7 originals (change the number according to the number of signatories), in English and insert other languages if necessary, which have binding legal force.
